Lonna thanked the many other stakeholders who attended the meeting on an individual basis.

Report from Harbor City Neighborhood Council:  Ping Own explained that the board had discussed supporting the upcoming Disaster Preparedness Fair but that they were concerned with the funds being used outside of the Harbor City area.  They felt they needed more information before making a final commitment.  

Carol Parks from the City’s Emergency Management Department discussed how the funding would be utilized.  She explained that their Department will control the funds that are provided by the Neighborhood Councils.  The city only has $25,000 in their budget to put on three fairs around the city.  They are seeking assistance from all the neighborhood councils.  The idea is to allow a neighborhood council to purchase specific items that will be used at the fair within their city.  Mike Feyder said there would be a budget put together and the NC’s can select line items that they can support.  COPSS is going out into the community and making the same request for financial help.  The city is providing the booths, chairs, tables, etc.  They will have a main stage and a sound system.  

A highlight of the fair is a raffle.  Raffle items related to emergency preparedness can be donated.  Carol showed a tool that will be given out at the LAPD booth (they have 400), Port of Los Angeles purchased them.  There will be demonstrations during the day at the fair from the main stage. (Example:  Ride for four on the Goodyear Blimp is a raffle prize).  Other fun activities at the fair will be:  Day in the park, nature walks, educational booth on history of Ken Malloy Regional Park, food, booth for youth to explain disaster preparedness.  The idea of the fair is to get people thinking about emergency preparedness and what they can do after the fair to get prepared.  

The following ideas were discussed for the actual event:    

· MOAB (Mother of all BBQ’s) could be set up by the fire department.  

· Get the media to broadcast from the location.  (City Channel 35) 

· Fire Department is willing to offer a ride on the large fireboat and dinner for four at the fire station.

· Add to website information on donating and on costs of items.

· Ask first responders to attend and bring their apparatus. 

· Mayor’s office offered to get department agencies involved.

· Agencies could share booths. 

· Neighborhood council booths all together so people could find their specific NC (include banners and maps of stakeholder areas)

· Ham radio booth to get people interested.  They can set up demonstration radios.

· Entertainment from the schools

· Contacting faith based organizations, schools

· Get Salvation Army involved – Carol’s office will get in touch with them.
